Coca-Cola Icecek Kazakhstan, one of the lead-
ing companies in the soft drinks market of Ka-
zakhstan today, was officially registered on the ter-
ritory of the Republic in 1994 becoming one of the
first major foreign investors in the history of the
country. Over the years, the company has made a
significant contribution to the socio-economic de-
velopment of the state.

We talked about the company’s contribution to
the prosperity of Kazakhstan and its key projects
with Erdinc Guzel, General Manager of Coca-Co-
la Icecek Kazakhstan.

Coca-Cola is a brand with worldwide repu-
tation and long history, one of the largest em-
ployers in the country that has been contribut-
ing to the economic, social and environmental
aspects of the state’s development for more
than a quarter of century. What volume of in-
vestments in the Kazakhstani economy can we
talk about today?

Coca-Cola has always seen one of its main
tasks in contributing to development of the coun-
try where it operates adapting the business to the
new social and economic conditions and solving
acute social issues.

We have invested more than 250 million US
dollars in the economy of Kazakhstan over ten
years. With these funds, CCI has built and put into
operation two plants: in Bereke village, Almaty re-
gion, with 11 production lines, and in the capital of
the republic with 3 production lines.

In attraction of foreign investors, one of the
topical issues for the state is creation of jobs and
decent wages for employees. Does Coca-Cola’s
activity contribute to creation of jobs in the
country and increase in the income of the popu-
lation of Kazakhstan?

According to EY analytical data, the total con-
tribution of the Coca-Cola system to the popula-
tion’s labor income over the past five years has
amounted to more than 74 billion tenge. The com-
pany has annually supported averagely 7 thousand
jobs in various sectors of the economy, while the
average annual number of the company’s own staff
during this period was about 750 people. This in-
dicates a significant contribution to employment
in other sectors of the Kazakhstani economy and
close interaction with suppliers and distributors. It
should be noted that in the “Trade” industry alone
about 4.8 thousand jobs are supported annually.

I also want to note that the contribution to the
labor income of the population over the past 7
years, thanks to the activities of the Company, has
reached 110 billion tenge.

Has the company changed its attitude to
caring its employees during the pandemic and
self-isolation?

The importance of this topic has increased dra-
matically, in my opinion. We are committed to
supporting and creating the best, safe, and equal
work opportunities. It is important for the Compa-
ny to create favorable and safe working conditions
for its employees, suppliers, distributors, partners
by offering high-quality and competitive work-
ing conditions. The integrity of the team and the
conscientious attitude to work are the basis for the
successful and sustainable social and economic
development of the Company.

During the pandemic, CCI Kazakhstan made
every effort to keep jobs and support partners,
suppliers, distributors and outlets. For example,
despite all the difficulties, the factories in Nur-Sul-

tan and Almaty region did not suspend their oper-
ation. Most of the staff was transferred to a remote
format. But for those, who could not work in this
mode, the company provided everything neces-
sary for safe work.

The COVID-19 pandemic has changed the
way the world lives. Many large companies
have supported the business and society during
the crisis and in the fight against the pandem-
ic...

As you know, hard times always bring out true
friends.

The impact of the Covid-19 pandemic has led
to a global health crisis and triggered an unprece-
dented sharp downturn in the economic activity. In
just a few months, the health crisis has turned into
a global economic crisis..

During the quarantine period, we firmly sup-
ported the healthcare system by allocating more
than 130 million tenge to help Kazakhstan fight
COVID-19. Together with the “Red Cross” and
“Red Crescent” International Movement in Ka-
zakhstan, as well as the Ministry of Health of
RK, these funds were used to purchase the neces-
sary medical materials such as 1620 reusable an-
ti-plague kits for individual protection for medical
workers, 270 kits of reagents for 27 thousand tests
determining COVID-19 virus and 2900 masks. A
part of the funds was used to purchase essential
food packages for 4,000 poor households in vari-
ous regions of the country.

The company also provided support by provid-
ing more than 17,400 liters of beverages to medi-
cal institutions, checkpoints and quarantine zones,
and assisted in gathering about 1,000 food baskets
for low-income families in Akmola, Almaty, Kara-
ganda and Kostanay regions.

We invested more than 190 million tenge in a
Coca-Cola Icecek Kazakhstan program aimed at
supporting small businesses in our value chain,
such as small restaurants and retailers, who expe-
rienced the hardest hit from the pandemic. We de-
cided that we, as a socially responsible representa-
tive of the business community, should continue to
support and contribute to development of SMEs.
It was important for us to know that it would be
easier for them to overcome the consequences of
the closure or partial opening when the quarantine
would become less strict and tune in to a normal
operating mode after the re-opening. CCI Kazakh-
stan provided more than 3,000 small shops and
catering outlets with free products in amount over
10,000 packages of drinks.

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ment of advertising in Google Banners that was
based on geolocation of consumers for 100 small
shops and catering outlets. And finally, we helped
small restaurants and shops become customers
of the Chocofood delivery service by paying the
commission fee for them for the first months of
cooperation with this service. This allowed our
partners to test the delivery format.

Also, with support of the akimats of Nur-Sul-
tan and Almaty, local volunteer organizations, as
well as Chocofood and Wolt food delivery ser-
vices, the Company launched the Share the Good
charity program. With its help, anyone could buy
a combo lunch for medical workers (the “Thank
you doctors!” campaign with Wolt) or those who
found themselves in a difficult life situation due
to the pandemic (the “Share the good” campaign
with Chocofood), paying only half of the cost of
the order, while the remaining 50% would be paid
by our company. This is how we supported the
medical workers who fought the terrible virus day
and night, as well as needy and large families. As
a result of the action, more than 2,000 people re-
ceived hot meals.

The pandemic is not over yet, but we already
see economic recovery around the world, we have
good reason to be optimistic, but we can hardly
say that the hard times have passed. The rising
inflation, supply chain problems, household in-
come recovery are the problems we face around
the world today. But despite all these difficulties,
we will continue to support the state and our initia-
tives aimed at developing the business community.

By providing assistance to businesses under
the state of emergency, Coca-Cola has not sus-
pended the work on social projects...

Coca-Cola provides ongoing support to wom-
en in the Republic of Kazakhstan in their desire
to earn and have financial stability. This year we
will celebrate the 10th anniversary of a success-
ful Kazakh project, which is aimed at providing
economic support and ensuring development of
entrepreneurship among women — i.e. Coca-Cola
Belesteri.

The Coca-Cola Belesteri project was launched
in 2012. This initiative of the Company is aimed at
involving women in entrepreneurship throughout
Kazakhstan, especially women from rural areas.
As part of the annual Coca-Cola Belesteri proj-
ect, women learn the basics of entrepreneurship
for free, receive advice from like-minded people
and business coaches, and most importantly, they
can apply for financial support in form of grants.
So, over 10 years we have trained more than 35

thousand women, collected several thousand ap-
plications for participation in the competition, and
81 women received grants to open their first busi-
nesses.

We also pay special attention to the active
youth of Kazakhstan. Project “3.2.1. Start!”, the
main mission of which is to popularize and devel-
op social entrepreneurship in the country, has been
existing for over six years. It is important for us
to unite young people who are not indifferent to
the problems of the country, who have active life
positions, who want to contribute to development
of the state.

Since 2016, in total about 500 applications have
been received from project participants, about 50
people from among Kazakhstani youth completed
a unique educational program to receive the nec-
essary skills, and 14 winners successfully imple-
mented their projects.

Despite the fact that 2021 was a difficult year,
we have not retreated from our main task — to
contribute to the socio-economic development of
our country. We covered more than 1500 youth
organizations, chats and communities, inviting all
those who are not indifferent to participate in the
project. More than 16 meetings with students were
held with more than 1000 university students par-

And, as a result, this year we
received a record number of 286 applica-
tions for the competition, which means
the same number of new ideas to improve
the social life of the Kazakhstanis, the en-
vironment and even more.

The list of environmental problems
in the regions of Kazakhstan is indeed
quite large. Therefore, the priority of
many large companies is to improve
the environment. What proactive solu-
tions does Coca-Cola offer?

Our company participates in many
projects related to environment protec-
tion in Kazakhstan. The principles of sus-
tainable development are an integral part
of all aspects of the company’s operation
— from supply of raw materials to distri-
bution and end consumers.

Last year was a milestone in our his-
tory — not only because of the pandemic,
but also because 10 years ago the compa-
ny set sustainability goals for itself that it
committed to achieve by the end of 2020
—and we did it.

We committed to replenishing 100%
of water that we use for production of
beverages by the end of 2020. This goal
was reached five years earlier, in 2015.
Through our Water Replenishment Pro-
gram, we return about 1.8 billion liters of
clean water back to nature annually. Over
10 years, we have invested more than
$300K in a program for restoration of wa-
ter resources in Kazakhstan. Through wa-
ter replenishment programs across CCI
more than 10 billion liters of water have
been saved annually.

And, speaking of environmental pro-
tection, it is impossible, of course, to ig-
nore the problem of packaging waste. A
few years ago, the Coca-Cola global sys-
tem set itself a goal of making all product
packaging 100% recyclable by 2030. I
want to note that in Kazakhstan this fig-
ure is 100%, which means that this very
goal has also been achieved.

Also, in accordance with the princi-
ples of circular economy, we are going to
increase the share of recycled raw materi-
als in production of new packages to 50%
by 2030. Now this figure is only 22%
globally.

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Despite the fact that the severe acute respiratory
syndrome (SARS) outbreak during 2002-2004
caused by the first known zoonotic coronavirus
affected a relatively small number of people and
countries, its negative impact on the financial flows,
particularly Foreign Direct Investment (FDI),
was well noticed by financial analysts, although
the final figures for China, the country where the
outbreak was first identified, might have been
smoothened by the impressive economic growth
of that period [Lee & Warner, 2008]. Nevertheless,
it was evident by then that any potential outbreak
of a SARS-like epidemic would not only redirect
foreign investments from a particular country, but
would also divert manufacturing operations as
well [Knobler et al., 2004]. Needless to say that a
full-fledged COVID-19 pandemic that is virtually
affecting all corners of the world for almost two
years was to have an even greater impact on
international investment flows.

According to the official statistics of the United
Nations Conference on Trade and Development
(UNCTAD) global foreign direct investments
flows plunged by 35 percent in 2020, the first
full year of the COVID-19 pandemic, from 1.5
trillion USD to 1 trillion USD [UNCTAD, 2021a].
The initial UNCTAD reports from January 2021
were even more pessimistic, as the collapse of the
global FDI was estimated to reach 42 percent from
1.5 trillion USD to 859 billion USD [UNCTAD,
2021b]. According to the World Bank’s FDI Watch
for the third quarter of 2020, the FDI flows for
developing countries in Europe and Central Asia,
the World Bank’s regional designation to which
both Kazakhstan and Russia belong, were down by
67 percent, compared with the same period in 2019,
far below the global average of 42 percent [World

Bank, 2021]. In fact, the overall decline of the
global FDI collapse for 2020 was not far off from
the predictions made in early 2020, as according
to the Organisation for Economic Co-operation
and Development (OECD) predictions, overall
FDI flows were predicted to fall between 35 and
45 percent depending on optimistic, middle or
pessimistic scenarios [OECD, 2020].

Towards the end of 2021, however, global
FDI showed relatively strong recovery compared
t0 2020, as it reached 852 billion USD in the first
half of 2021 alone, recovering 70 percent of the
previous year’s losses [UN News, 2021]. While
in 2020 developed economies suffered from the
heaviest fall of FDI by 58 percent compared
to only 8 percent fall in developing economies
[UNCTAD, 2021a], in the first six months of
2021 FDI flows among developed economies
reached 424 billion USD, more than three times
than in 2020 [UN News, 2021].

According to the Economic and Social
Commission for Asia and the Pacific (ESCAP)
Foreign Direct Investment Trends and Outlook
in Asia and the Pacific for 2021/2022, FDI
inflows for the North and Central Asian
subregion declined in 2020 by 59 percent from
43 billion USD to 17.5 billion USD, of which
the biggest relative drops were in Azerbaijan (66
percent), Russia (70 percent), and Kyrgyzstan
(259 percent) [ESCAP, 2021]. According to
the World Investment Report 2021 the FDI
flows in Uzbekistan and Turkmenistan, which,
along with other Central Asian countries,
are presented by UNCTAD as “Landlocked
Developing Countries,” dropped 25.5 percent
and 45.1 percent respectively [UNCTAD,
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MOCKOJIBKY, MO pa3HbIM oleHkaM, nputok IIMW B

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2021c]. Kazakhstan was the only country in the
region to register investment growth in 2020,
as according to different estimates the FDI
flow into Kazakhstan increased by 24 percent
[ESCAP, 2021] or even 34.9 percent [UNCTAD,
2021c]. The positive trend seemed to continue
for Kazakhstan for the first six months of 2021
as well, since official governmental statistics
estimated FDI growth of 30.4 percent for the
above-mentioned period [Primeminister.kz,
2021]. In case of Turkmenistan, for instance,
the drop in investment flows were partially
associated with the fall in international demand
for hydrocarbons, as well as postponing
of branches of the Central Asia—China and
Turkmenistan—Afghanistan—Pakistan—India gas
pipelines [UNCTAD, 2021c].

Foreign investment flows remain a vital
impetus for economic recovery in the post-
pandemic world even for developed economies,
as, for instance, only in the post-Brexit United
Kingdom foreign investments created more
than 55,000 new jobs in the 2020-2021 financial
year alone [Gov.uk, 2021]. On the other hand,
the COVID-19 pandemic negatively affected
investment flows even for the most attractive
investment destinations in 2020, as it happened to
Chinese investments to Germany, which in 2019
prior to the pandemic reached an impressive 117
billion USD [Xia & Liu, 2021]. This, of course,
goes hand in hand with the fall of the global
economy by 4.4 percent in 2020 according to the
International Monetary Fund (IMF), as recession
and unemployment hit economies worldwide
[Summerfield, 2021]. In any case, according
to the mid-2021 reports, some of the negative
effects on the investment flows were seen as
short-term [Xia & Liu, 2021], while the overall
FDI flow were expected to recover by 10 to 15
percent for 2021 [UNCTAD, 2021a], although
the recent outbreak of the Omicron variant of
the coronavirus and impending restrictions
and lockdowns might substantially modify the
expectations.
